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Present and future experiments — nuclear structure in all areas of the nuclear chart —
nuclear reactions with radioactive beams — ab-initio theories, effective interactions, many-
body methods — microscopic scattering theory and applications in nuclear astrophysics

The aim is to gather experimentalists and theorists working in this field. The number of
participants is limited to about 70. Sessions will be organized from 9 to 12 in the morning,
and from 5 to 7 in the afternoon. The program will be composed of the invited talks and
selected contributions.
